Academic year: Applications should be submitted for the upcoming academic

Country of origin: You should apply in the country of your citizenship even if
you are currently residing outside that country. You cannot apply directly to the
Israell Ministry of Foreign Affairs and in most countries you must apply through
the local authority and not directly through the Israeli embassy. Students who
hold citizenship in more than one of the countries listed on our website as
eligible for application may apply only in one of these countries.

Scholarship required: You can choose either a short-term scholarship or a
long-term scholarship.

51. Short Term Scholarship - granted for a Summer Language Course

The student will need
to meet the Israeli university requirements for the Ph.D
program.

52.4. MA. students: M.A. students who are registered for M.A.

This scholarship is
not renewable and the student will need to find other
sources to finance the fuil degree.
